5K Route:
The expo is located on the lawn just steps west from the Tesoro Viejo Welcome Center.
The route starts on the pathway of Tesoro Viejo Town Center's trailhead, McCaffrey Walk.

e Heading east, on McCaffrey Walk for approximately .23 miles.

¢ At the end of the walkway, head north by making a left to access the trail, walking along Beaver’s Pond for approximately .25 miles

e Make aright to Loop around the pond and head east approximately .03 miles

e Head south on the trail for approximately .18 miles

¢ Head east and continue behind the Creekside Village until you transition onto the sidewalk on Enchanted Hills Drive, headed north for
approximately .31 miles

¢ Head northeast on Enchanted Hills Drive for approximately .44 miles

¢ Head west to rejoin the trail, crossing the bridge, and turn left onto the path behind the homes in Hillside Village for approximately .38 miles

¢ Head north towards Madison’s Bridge for approximately .12 miles

e Head west by turning left to cross Madison'’s Bridge for approximately .11 miles

e Head south by turn left to the pathway for approximately .16 miles, crossing the Madera Canal

e Head northwest by turning right into Rosie’s Greenway for approximately .26 miles

¢ Head south and make a left on the path near the roundabout on Town Center Boulevard to the start/finish line for approximately .24 miles

From the Tesoro Viejo Welcome Center located at 4150 Town Center Blvd, Madera CA, the expo area will be directly in the grass to the east.
